Students working towards expected 
outcomes in Year 7: 
Students are exploring the story of Matilda. 
Through this they will develop their 
physical and vocal skills and use of 
dramatic conventions and techniques.  
Students can: 

• Begin to identify a new range of 
dramatic conventions e.g. still 
images, mime, choral speaking.  

• Become a respectful audience 
member, rarely volunteering their 
evaluative thoughts, but will 
sometimes share some analysis 
when asked to.  

• Display some use pf physical and 
vocals skills to communicate some 
meaning to an audience. They are 
more confident with their non-verbal 
communication.   

• Begin to understand ways they can 
develop a main character, 
sometimes applying physical and 
vocal skills to do so.  

• Sometimes sustain a character, 
staying in role without corpsing. 

• Begin to Identify different styles of 
theatre, e.g, physical theatre.
